-RUF Leadership Positions-

LTS (Leadership Through Servanthood):

LTS is RUF’s servant leadership team consisting of students from both Brown and RISD who are growing in the gospel and are committed to investing time and energy to minister to the larger RUF community as well as to help plan RUF activities throughout the year. Service on LTS can include some of the areas of service below. But LTS alone certainly can't handle everything that goes on in RUF!
Family Group Team:

Family Group Leaders help foster small communities of students gathered around God's Word that are growing together spiritually, relationally, emotionally and numerically. The vision of Family Groups is to see RUF become an enfolding & equipping community where no one stands alone.
Praise Team:

The Praise Team is open to all musicians (of virtually any instrument and voice) who wish to use their gifts to aid the fellowship in worship at Friday Gatherings, Regional Conferences, etc. You don't have to be a concert level musician to play on Praise Team; you simply need to have a repentant heart that loves grace, and a desire to put your talents to work as needed.

Community Team:

The Community Team seeks to encourage authentic Christian relationships throughout RUF that cross relational barriers. This team serves to promote and provide opportunities for RUF students to express love to one another.  There are several committees within Community Team that help to fulfill this work:

Servant Team- people who desire to serve behind-the-scenes by taking care of various details necessary to make ministry activities happen.  These details might include: buying food (and being reimbursed by RUF), putting up decorations, carrying equipment, organizing rides, etc. 

Welcome Committee- people focused upon promoting community at our large group Gatherings through such activities as: providing nametags, announcing birthdays, organizing social events, helping with the set up of chairs, encouraging visitors and attenders to sign up for the directory, etc.

Love in Action Committee- people who have a heart for promoting and providing opportunities for RUF students to be involved in ministries of mercy to the greater Providence community.

Prayer Coordinator- an individual who has a heart for prayer and works to encourage student participation in various prayer ministries as well as to facilitate the sharing of prayer requests throughout the fellowship.
Communications Team:

The Communications Team works to promote relationships within RUF through various practical means, as well as to advertise RUF activities on the campuses of Brown & RISD.

Directory Committee- people who serve by helping to collect and maintain contact information, email lists, etc. within RUF. This group also works to update and maintain the RUF website if someone has a desire and willingness to serve in this way.

Advertising & Newsletter Committee- people with a desire to serve by using various advertising tools to promote RUF on our campuses (e.g. posters, banners, Daily Jolt ads, Facebook ads, tableslips, etc.). This group also takes the initiative to organize and publish a regular newsletter for the fellowship.
